Minutes of the Meeting
September 10, 2019 at 6:30 p.m.

Roll Call: Board Members Present, President Luke Martin, Council Members Minnie Howard, Rebecca Scott and Clerk/Treasurer Alaathea Foust.
    Alaathea Foust Clerk/Treasurer presented approval for Budget Adoption Meeting on September 10, 2019 at 6:15p.m. Minnie H. made the motion to approve the minutes, Rebecca S. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

   Alaathea Foust Clerk/Treasurer presented approval for Minutes of the Meeting on September 10, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. Minnie H. made the motion to approve the minutes, Luke M. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

Amendments/Additions to Agenda:  None
Streets/Maintenance: Luke M. said we are at about 36,000.00 for our park and wanted to thank Kelly Martin and Alaathea Foust for working on grants to fund the park’s new equipment.
Water/Sewer: Earl Heide not present.
Town Marshal: Jeremy M. not present. 
Clerk/Treasurer:  Alaathea F. presented Accounts Payable Voucher Register for September 10, 2019 to the Board, Minnie H. made the motion to approve APV Register, Rebecca S. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried. 
      Alaathea F. presented the Board with up to date Fund Report, Appropriation Report, Revenue Report and Bank Reconcilements for July 2019. 
  Alaathea F. asked for approval to pay B&B Tree Service for $425.00. Minnie H. made the motion to approve the $425.00, Rebecca S. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

  Alaathea F. asked for approval to pay Fox Paving for paving on West Washington street $31,150.00. Minnie H. made the motion to approve the $31,150.00, Rebecca S. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

  Alaathea F. asked for approval to pay Fox Paving for paving on South Franklin street $24,875.00. Minnie H. made the motion to approve the $24,875.00, Rebecca S. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

  Alaathea F. told the Town Council that she received a letter from the Montgomery County Courthouse saying that New Richmond will not have an election in November, because there were candidates that filed to fill the openings with no contest.
   Alaathea F. asked the Town Council for permission to use the promotional fund for the Family Fall Festival on October 19 for food and supplies that they would need. Minnie H. made the motion to approve spending from the promotional fund, Rebecca S. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried. 

  Alaathea F. mentioned to the Town Council that the Town needs to consider another rate increase for the water and sewer utilities and I will try to have some reports and numbers for them.
Old Business:
  Planning Grant: Alaathea said the process has started and will be having meetings in the future on the planning grant. The planning grant will cover water and wastewater, but the main focus will be in the water system.
  Paygov Website:  Alaathea said Paygov should have something online by the weekend.
  Road Project: Payment approved under the Clerk/Treasurer’s session.
  Sealing Cracks in Streets:  Luke M. said the sealing of cracks on East Washington street from Franklin street to the end of East Washington would be about $2000.00. Rebecca S. said we should look at other streets to see if they need some work. The Town Council approved to having the crack sealing done.
New Business:
  Golf Cart & Off-Road Vehicle Ordinance Discussion:  Rebecca S. said she has a quote from Move Over Outfitters for our golf permits, 50 count for $40.13 and they can do them in a bigger size for a little more. Luke M. said he would like to see the permits a little bigger.  Alaathea F. said we will be going back to golf cart permit at $10.00 and violation fines are more detailed in the ordinance. After much discussion, this was tabled until the next meeting.
  Utterback’s Wagon: Luke M. said he would like to purchase the wagon from Utterback for $400.00 for Town events and other things. Rebecca S. said she has some concerns regarding insurance coverages. Luke M. said he has already talked to the insurance company and they are good with it. After some discussion, Minnie H. made the motion to approve buying the wagon for $400.00, Rebecca S. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

  Ordinance 2019-8 Amending Salary: Alaathea F. said we need more money for part-time workers for the rest of the year. Rebecca S. made the motion to approve Ordinance 2019-8, Luke M. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried. Rebecca S. made the motion to suspend the rules and waive the second hearing, Luke M. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
  Resolution 2019-8 Transfer of Appropriations: Alaathea F. said we need to transfer money for part-time workers. Rebecca S. made the motion to approve Resolution 2019-8, Luke M. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

Public Comments: Public discussion on kids tearing up picnic tables at the park and doing damage to other town property. Luke M. assured the public that we are working on the problem.
   Roger Kunkel said Coal Creek Fire Department is considering raising the cost on the Town’s Fire Protection contract from $5,500.00 to a possible 8,000.00 or more for the year 2021.
  There was public discussion on having natural gas in town.

Minnie H. made the motion to adjourn the meeting, Rebecca S. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
