Amendments/Additions to Agenda:  New Richmond Park
Streets/Maintenance: Luke M. said we have filed a claim with the insurance company on the lift station on Harrison street. There was damage to the electrical panel and pump motor after a short storm on a Sunday morning, then later in the afternoon the sewer lines on the East side of Town started backing up. There may have been lighting damage to the lift station.

  Alaathea F. presented Billing Adjustment Register for September 2019 to the Board, Rebecca S. made the motion to approve Billing Adjustment Register, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried. 

      Alaathea F. presented the Board with up to date Fund Report, Appropriation Report, Revenue Report and Bank Reconcilements for August 2019. 
Old Business:
  Planning Grant: Alaathea said the process has started and will be having meetings in the future on the planning grant. The planning grant will cover water and wastewater, but the main focus will be in the water system.
  Paygov Website:  Website is up and running, the address is www.nrtown.com.
  Park: Rebecca S. asked about the email regarding the New Richmond park risk assessment. Luke M. said our insurance company did a risk assessment on the park and said the swing set, the merry-go-round and the mulch does not meet the standards and will need to be removed. Luke M. said he talked to the insurance company and said the plans will be to remove the old equipment after the new equipment is installed. Luke said we need to discuss in the next meeting what equipment we want to purchase and when we want to install it.
  Sealing Cracks in Streets:  Luke M. said the sealing of cracks in on Washington street should start next week.
  Golf Cart & Off-Road Vehicle Ordinance: (Discuss first in the meeting so the Attorney could be present in the conversation.)

  Utility Rates: Tabled until next meeting.
New Business:
  Halloween Curfew: Alaathea F. said according to our Halloween Resolution 99-9, Curfew under the age 18 years between October 15th thru the 31st is 9:00 p.m. and Trick or Treating is on October 31st between 6 – 8:30 p.m. 
  Tires for Police Car: Luke said he has an estimate for new tire on the police car for about $680.00. Rebecca S. said she will check online for some tires as well.
  Storm Drains: Luke M. said he has a quote for $1,200.00 to clean all the storm drains in Town. After some discussion the Town Council approved having storm drains cleaned.
  Lift Station Alarms: Alaathea said she received an email from Omni Site that our current alarms on the lift station need to be updated by December 31, 2019 or they will no longer work. They did send us a quote on some new ones at the cost of $2700.00. Earl H. did check with BL Anderson on some new alarms and said their cost would be more. Luke M. said he would like to see another quote on the alarms. 
  E. Harrison lift station damage: Discussion on this is under the Streets/Maintenance section.
Luke said we have a Falloween Event planned in the New Richmond park on October 19th from 4:00 p.m. – 7:00 p.m. everyone is invited. The next thing we would like to do is a parade for Christmas. Luke M. said he would like to thank the Coal Creek Township Trustee Roger Kunkel for the trees in the park.

  Rebecca S. suggested getting some leaf bags for the fall, so that the resident could get them at the Town Hall to put their leaves in and the Town could pick them up and dispose of the leaves instead of burning them.
  Luke M. said there will be a town dumpster here on October 10th. 

Public Comments: Public discussion on kids tearing up picnic tables at the park and doing damage to other town property. Luke M. assured the public that we are working on the problem.
   Roger Kunkel said Coal Creek Fire Department is considering raising the cost on the Town’s Fire Protection contract from $5,500.00 to a possible 8,000.00 or more for the year 2021.
  There was public discussion on having natural gas in town.

Rebecca S. made the motion to adjourn the meeting, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
