Minutes of the Meeting
January 7, 2019 at 6:30 p.m.

 Clerk-Treasurer Alaathea Foust swears in the three Town Council members Luke Martin, Rebecca Scott and Minnie Howard.

 The Town Council members vote on the President for the year 2020. Minnie H. made the motion to have Luke M. to be President for 2020, Rebecca S. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
Roll Call: Board Members Present, President Luke Martin, Council Members Rebecca Scott, Minnie Howard, Clerk/Treasurer Alaathea Foust, Attorney Rob Reimondo and Water/Wastewater Superintendent Earl Heide.
  Alaathea Foust Clerk/Treasurer presented approval for Minutes of the Meeting on December 3, 2019 at 6:30 p.m., Rebecca S. made the motion to approve the minutes, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

Amendments/Additions to Agenda:  Reach Alert contract.
Streets/Maintenance: Luke M. said still working on cleaning up the maintenance shop.
Water/Sewer: Earl Heide said that he is working on the paperwork for the East Harrison lift station and will be talking to Kevin McCord tonight. Earl Heide said when he flushed hydrants this last time, the hydrant on South Franklin street broke while trying to shut it off. Earl H. said that Linden has a new hydrant on hand and that it is the same model as the one we have. He called Cheesman in to help with the repair and to find that the cause of the hydrant to break was some big rocks in it. 
Town Marshal: Jeremy Minor not present. Luke M. said that Jeremy hit a deer and damaged the police car, he has a call in to talk with our insurance agent tomorrow. 
Clerk/Treasurer:  Alaathea F. presented Accounts Payable Voucher Register for January 7, 2020 to the Board, Rebecca S. made the motion to approve APV Register, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried. 
   Alaathea F. presented the Board with up to date Fund Report, Appropriation Report to December 31st, Revenue Report to December 31st and Bank Reconcilements for October 2019 and November 2019. 
  Alaathea F. presented the Town Council with some Miscellaneous Transfer that were made in order to clear negatives in the appropriations for the end of the year. Rebecca S. made the motion to approve the transfers, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
  Alaathea F. asked the Town Council for permission to reimburse Shirley Fruits for the repairs on some downtown Christmas decorations in the amount of $409.00. Minnie H. made the motion to reimburse Shirley Fruits in the amount of $409.00, Rebecca S. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

  Alaathea F. asked the Town Council for permission to pay Utility Management and Construction in the amount of $1080.00 for a water leak repair on South Wabash street that happened in June, I just now got the bill. Rebecca S. made the motion to approve the payment of $1080.00, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
  Alaathea F. told the Town Council that we have received our 1782 Notice for the 2020 Budget and everything was approved by the Department of Local Government Finance. 
Old Business:
   E Harrison Lift Station Damage: Alaathea F. handed out all the quotes for the upgrade on the lift station which comes to about $23,239.00 not including a quote from McCord Electrical and ask permission to proceed with a loan from Hoosier Heartland State Bank for the project. Rebecca S. made the motion to approve the bank loan up to $25,000.00 for the lift station project, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
New Business:
  Animal Welfare Contract for 2020: After some discussion Rebecca S. made the motion to not accept the contract, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

  ServLine Leak Adjustment Policy for 2020: Alaathea F. said the change in the policy is, if someone has a leak they will no longer have to meet the minimum additional charge of two times the average of the 12-month bill to qualify for reimbursement of the leak. Rebecca S. made the motion to approve the new policy, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

  Charles Rice, Sr. Snow Plowing Contract for 2020: After some discussion Rebecca S. made the motion to approve the contract, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

  Street Work for 2020: After some discussion the Town Council decide to look into the cost to pave Detchon street and fix the storm drain holes on South Wabash street to raise them even with the street. Further discussion on the street project will be in the next meeting.

  Coal Creek Fire & Rescue Contract for 2020: After some discussion the Town Council agreed to table this until next meeting. Darren Foreman the new Fire Chief for Coal Creek Fire & Rescue introduced himself to the Town Council and said that he intends to have a representative of the Fire department to come to the Town’s meeting as much as possible.
  Reach Alert Contract: Rebecca S. made the motion to approve the new contract with Reach Alert if there are not a lot of changes, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
Public Comments: Darren Foreman ask about insulating the fire bay side of the fire station. Rebecca S. said she is working on getting some quotes for that.
  Attorney Rob R. said the Roof Masters hearing for payment to the Town was set for January 8th, however Roof Masters file for a continuance for the second time. Rob R. said there will not be a third time.
  Rebecca S. made the motion to adjourn the meeting, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
