Minutes of the Meeting
June 9, 2020 at 6:30 p.m.

Roll Call: Board Members Present, President Luke Martin, Council Member Minnie Howard, Rebecca Scott, Clerk/Treasurer Alaathea Foust and Town Marshal Jeremy Minor.
  Alaathea Foust Clerk/Treasurer presented approval for Minutes for Public Hearing on Ord. 2020-1 on May 5, 2020 at 6:30 p.m., Minnie H. made the motion to approve the minutes, Rebecca S. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried. 

  Alaathea Foust Clerk/Treasurer presented approval for Minutes for Public Hearing on Ord. 2020-3 on May 5, 2020 at 6:34 p.m., Minnie H. made the motion to approve the minutes, Rebecca S. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried. 

  Alaathea Foust Clerk/Treasurer presented approval for Minutes of the Meeting on May 5, 2020 at 6:39 p.m., Minnie H. made the motion to approve the minutes, Rebecca S. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried. 

Amendments/Additions to Agenda: none
Streets/Maintenance: Luke M. said he has been working on replacing gravel around town where it was needed.

Water/Sewer: Earl Heide not present.

Town Marshal: Jeremy Minor said we have the police car back from Moveover Outfitters. Jeremy M. asked about purchasing a bulletproof vest, gun mount for the police car and shot gun. Rebecca S. made the motion to approve the purchase of these items and not to exceed $5,000, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
Clerk/Treasurer:  Alaathea F. presented Accounts Payable Voucher Register for June 9, 2020 to the Board, Rebecca S. made the motion to approve APV Register, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried. 
   Alaathea F. presented the Board with up to date Fund Report, Appropriation Report and Revenue Report. Alaathea F. presented the bank reconcilements for April 2020.
  Alaathea F. said According to the last Governor’s Executive Order there are no shut offs until June 30th. We will be working with those who were and are facing hardship, by setting up a payment plan for them.
  Alaathea F. said I will have some revenue numbers and budget numbers for you before next meeting, we need to be thinking about budget for2021. We also will be doing some budget cuts for 2021 due to the COVID-19 pandemic there were reductions in revenues.
  Alaathea F. asked about the rental of the Community Room. The Town Council agreed to rent the Community Room in July as long as the renters comply with the Governor’s Executive Orders.

Old Business:
  Coal Creek Fire & Rescue contract: After some discussion Rebecca S. made the motion to approve the contract for 2020, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
  Darren Foreman the Fire Chief gave an up to date report of the Coal Creek Fire & Rescue progress.

  Rebecca S. said that she asked Darren F. to get some estimates on the Fire Station side roof, the roof has some issue besides needing insulation and will need to be taking care of soon. Luke M. said he was concerned that our contract with Roof Masters says that our warranty would be void if anyone besides Roof Masters was on the roof. Rebecca S. said we never got the warranty, Roof Masters said they voided the warranty in court. 
After some discussion Luke M. said the Town owns the building and the Fire department needs to check with the Town Council before anything is done to the building. Alaathea F. said I understand the touch pad on the fire station side door is having some problems and we are looking into replacing that.

  Alicia Hoffa Billing dispute over Reconnect Fee:  Alaathea said Alicia Hoffa is not present tonight, she has moved out of Town and called to have her water shut off. Alicia H. deposit has been applied to her account and has a remaining balance left. Rebecca S. made the motion to deny the request to have the reconnect fee of $40.00 removed from Alicia Hoffa utility bill, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
New Business:

  Resolution 2020-5 Utility Billing Procedure Policy: Rebecca S. said we have copies of this Resolution for the public to have, does anyone object to not reading the Resolution aloud. There were no objections. Rebecca S. made the motion to waive the reading of Resolution 2020-5, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
  Rebecca S. made the motion to approve Resolution 2020-5 Utility Billing Procedure Policy, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

  Neptune 360 Software: Alaathea F. said that the current software for the handheld will be outdated and not supported in the near future. The new software will provide better information for our customers and Superintendent when there is a problem. The cost will be an additional $1,000 per year on top of the $2,500 that we pay now. Rebecca S. made the motion to approve the purchase of the new software, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.

  Door for Town Hall: Luke M. said we have a quote for the materials from Mulhaupt’s for a new door on the Town Hall, we have about 4 options here. Luke M. said he like the Galvaneal Steel with 1” insulated glass for $1,576. Alaathea F. said this price includes the door, door closer, push/pull handle, key deadbolt, aluminum threshold and door bottom sweep. If you are interested in aluminum door that will be additional $1,200 more.        Luke M. ask about the labor cost. Alaathea F. said Mike Foust will get a separate quote for the labor and I will have to fill out a Conflict of Interest Form and we will get two more quotes for the door and the Town Council will then decide on the quotes.
Public Comments: Many complaints about loose dogs in Town. 
  Luke M. said we signed the contract for our new playground equipment and hopefully have it done by the end of July. We still need to raise money for the playground mulch, concrete and borders.

Rebecca S. made the motion to adjourn the meeting, Minnie H. seconded the motion, Luke M. called for a vote, motion carried.
