Old Business:

  Street Projects: Alaathea F. reminded the councils to start thinking about street work. The quotes we have for Washburn, Madison and Clough street is $41875.00, we have $75,000.00 budgeted for 2021 street works.
Luke M. said he would like to add to that and do Franklin Street from Madison to the old railroad tracks. After much discussion no decision were made at this time.

Luke M. said Darrell B. offer to store it there so there would be more room in the maintenance building.

Shelly Wulfers asked about the street signs having north, south, east and west on them so that delivery trucks can find the right address to delivery too. Carmine A. said he could look into that.
