   Alaathea F. presented the Board with up to date Fund Report, Appropriation Report and Revenue Report.           Alaathea F. presented the bank reconcilements for August 2020.
    Alaathea F. asked for approval to use Promotional Fund for Town Halloween event if the Event Committee decides to do something for Halloween. Carmine A. made the motion to approve using the Promotional Fund for Town Halloween event, Minnie Howard seconded the motion, Minnie H. called for a vote, motion carried. 

  Alaathea F. said the door at the Town Hall will be installed on October 19th.

Old Business:
 Garage Door on Maintenance Building: Alaathea F. said Luke M. tried to fix the overhead door at Maintenance building instead of replacing it, however, the door broke again and now it needs replaced. Luke M. scheduled Overhead Doors to come and replace the door at the original quote of $2730.00. Overhead Doors said it will take 3 to 4 weeks for material to come in.
 Street Project for 2021: Alaathea F. reminded the Town Council to think about other minor street work they would want to include in the grant such as, cracking sealing and pot holes. Minnie H. asked about the Street Assets Management and when it is due. Alaathea F. said we need to have it turned in by December 31st to qualify for funding in 2021.

  Talk About Buying and Selling Property: Minnie H. asked Alaathea F. to talk about this. Alaathea F. said looking for empty lots for the Town to buy and have new homes developed on them, as well as selling the old park on East Washington street to be developed with new homes as a way to generate income for our town and utilities. The goal being to relieve some of the cost burden (rate increases) on our present residents.
  Carmine A. said he will talk to the surrounding residents about this and get their input.
